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What’s the camp schedule?
A tentative daily schedule follows:

7 a.m. — Wake-Up  
(optional early morning activities include  
fishing, polar bear swim, running and bird watching)

8 a.m. — Breakfast

9 a.m. — Great Lakes Ecology Exploration Sessions  
(attend a different session each day)

�s��Charter Fishing and Fisheries – First-time camp-
ers go charter fishing then learn about and fillet their 
catch. Returning campers sample local lakes and 
streams for native fish and other aquatic life and see 
these organisms’ habitats up close.

�s��Coastal Processes – Experience the Great Lakes’ 
version of marine science – coastal processes such as 
currents, waves, erosion and dune building. Discover 
how they continue to reshape our landscape and  
influence life in and around the lakes. 

�s��Watersheds and Lakes – Study water samples 
and explore an inland lake from aboard a boat. Take 
samples of the lake bottom and learn about  
“limnology” – the freshwater version of marine  
biology!

�s��Wetlands Exploration and Natural Area Mapping 
– Discover the unique life forms of wetlands along 
the shores of Lake Huron. Learn why wetlands are so 
important to our Great Lakes ecosystems and water-
sheds. Use GPS technology for mapping plants and 
animals of coastal habitats for science research and 
search for geo-cache sites along the way.

How this MSU pre-college 
program helps in school
Your educational experiences at camp will help 
prepare, reinforce and enrich what you’ve learned in 
school and will learn in the future.

The various camp sessions will expose you to four of 
the five Michigan Department of Education science 
curriculum standards in earth science and three of 
five standards in biology.

When and where is camp?
4-H Great Lakes and Natural Resources Camp will run 
from August 1-7, 2010. Lodging, meals and program-
ming will take place at Camp Chickagami, which 
is located on the shores of Lake Huron between 
Alpena and Rogers City. The state-licensed camp has 

dormitory-style cabins, a dining hall, and toilet and 
shower facilities.

Who should attend?
You do not need to be a 4-H member to attend 4-H 
Great Lakes and Natural Resources Camp!

You can apply to attend 4-H Great Lakes and Natural 
Resources Camp if you’ll be aged 13 to 15 during 
camp. (Note: If you’ll be entering eighth grade in 
the fall after camp but have a late summer or fall 
birthday so you’ll only be 12 during camp, you may 
still apply.)

Space is limited to 70 campers. If you have attended 
4-H Great Lakes and Natural Resources Camp before 
you are eligible to apply again as long as you meet 
the age requirement mentioned above. Applications 
are considered based on:
•	Regional representation (the number of campers 

not in 4-H may be limited)
•	The order in which fully completed applications 

are received
•	First-time or returning 

camper status

How much  
does camp cost?
The fee of $335 for campers who are 4-H 
members and $345 for campers who are 
not 4-H members includes meals and 
snacks, lodging, a T-shirt, and program 
and activity fees. Donors to the Michigan 4-H Foun-
dation, Michigan Sea Grant Extension and Michigan 
State University Extension generously offset about 
25 percent of the real $470-a-camper cost! A limited 
number of state scholarships are offered for teens 
with financial need. Contact your county MSU Exten-
sion office to see if local scholarships may also be 
available.

How do I apply?
You can download a camp application packet from 
http://www.msue.msu.edu/4h/glnrc.html or pick 
one up from your county Michigan State University 
Extension office. The packet includes the Camper 
Application, Code of Conduct, Parent or Guardian 
Consent forms, and optional partial scholarship 
request information.

You must complete and return the application packet 
to your county MSU Extension office by May 7, 2010, 
along with a deposit ($100 for 4-H members; $110 
for applicants who are not 4-H members). Please 
make the deposit check or money order payable to 
MSU Extension.

If space is still available after May 7, late enroll-
ments will be accepted with a $25 late fee until 
camp fills or until June 11, 2010, whichever comes 
first. The remaining $235 payment is due by June 
11, 2010, along with additional forms that will be 
sent to you in a camper acceptance letter.

MSU Scholarship Opportunity

Campers who will enter eighth grade in fall 
2010 are eligible to apply for a competitive 
$2000 MSU pre-college program scholarship. 
The funds will be applied toward the student’s 
first year at MSU as a degree-seeking student.
